That is certainly the aim, as attendees
of the Queensland Innovation Series were
told resently by Queensland Treasurer
Andrew Fraser, Princess Alexandra

Hospital executive director Richard
Ashby and Mater Medical Research
Institute chief executive, John Prins.

Mr Fraser said the precinct — that
Queensland Bioscience
University  of
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Queensland with the PA Hospital, the
Translational Research Institute, the
Pharmacy  Australia Centre of
Excellence (PACE), Mater Hospital, and
the new Boggo Road Ecosciences
Precinct - will “provide bricks and
mortar for the real investment, which is
the brains — attracting the people who
are to be involved in these industries”.

Queensland has already been
labelled an ‘innovation hotspot’ by the
World Health Forum, Mr Fraser said.

“This has been a journey of bricks
to brains ... and we now have a criti-
cal mass to capitalise upon it.” H
